'of life. Bituated at-an eminence of 1,828

feet and with lofty mountains towering
hundreds and oven ' thousands of feet
above that altitude, Young Harris {8 in-
deed an ideal location for a school. Re-
mote trom the citien and town, and away
from railroasds and steamboats, the stu-
dents here have nothing to allure them
from their studies, and the consequence
18 they muke records excelled by no stu-
dent bodys elsewhere. WIith competent,
Christian teachers, a community freed
from the vices and sins of larger towns
und with but one object In view, there
Is no surprise or wonder that the boys and
girls who attend Young Harrts college de-
v®op Into noble men and women who
hecoma umeful citizens of this snd other
atates.
